Hence This week’s contest: Change the
name of a person or animal — real or fictional — by adding
or subtracting one letter; substituting one letter for
another; or switching the positions of two nearby letters,
and describing the result, as in Brendan’s examples above.

Winner gets the Inkin’ Memorial, the Lincoln statue
bobblehead that is the official Style Invitational trophy.
Second place receives a really fun, pretty little knickknack or
stress reliever, a hand-size sealed Lucite box in which two tiny
frogs sit on lily pads, which float atop blue water, which clearly
isn’t water but something stronger and more viscous —
because no matter how you flip the box around, the little frogs
always Kkeep sitting atop the whatever-it-is.
